Use of forehead thermometer  

Place the strip on the forehead and wait for a few minutes to read the results. 

 

Instructions for treatment of symptoms  
1 to 2 pills every 4 hours. Do not exceed 6 pills per day: read drugs instructions carefully before using.  

 

Instructions for treatment of malaria attack
