This kit is designed to assist in the prevention of risks related to a disease transmissible by 
insect bite, such as malaria. It is intended for professionals who are required to travel   
regularly to malarial regions of the world and will easily fit into their luggage. 
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The first line of defense against malaria consists in avoiding mosquito bites. The 
World Health Organization (WHO) recommends the joint use of a skin-applied 
repellent and insecticide-impregnated cloth to provide near 100% protection 
against bites.  
This kit contains all that is necessary to protect oneself, especially at dusk.

1 bottle of IR3535 skin repellent 20%: 30 mL spray

Use of kit 
This kit is designed to minimize exposure to mosquito bites, combining a skin protection and an insecticide for cloth.  
The small version of the personal bite protection kit contains a sufficient quantity for 3 days of total protection.  
 
The skin repellent (IR 3535 ) is the only repellent registered for pregnant women. It can also be used on children from 30 months.  
It must be renewed every 2 or 3 hours to be effective.  
 
40% of mosquito bites are made through clothing, even thicker.  
Permethrin can be used in all the clothes.
